      CRITERIA FOR ADMISSION TO NURSERY FOR THE ACADEMIC YEAR 2026-27 

 

Total seats in Nursery :120. 
Admission criteria will be as follows: 
 

1. Age: Only children who have completed three years by 31 March 2026 are 
eligible for admission to Nursery for the academic year 2026-27 i.e.; (Born 
between 01.04.2022 and 31.03.2023).  
 
Age relaxation of up to 30 days is applicable (both minimum & maximum). Children born 
between 01-03-2022 to 30-04-2023 may also apply for admission to Nursery. 
 

2. Christians: St. Paul’s School, Aya Nagar, being run by the Delhi Orthodox Syrian Church 
Society, all the Orthodox Syrian Christians fulfilling the age criteria will be admitted on 
producing the documentary evidence from their respective Parish Priest, to this effect, 
along with the application. Other Syrian Christians will also be considered. 
 

 

3. EWS and Disadvantaged groups: 25% (Online application forms are available at 

edudel.nic.in). 
 

4. Twin/Triplets Candidates: If one among the twin candidate becomes eligible for 
admission, it automatically reserves the seat for the other candidate.  
 

5. Open Seats: The remaining seats, which are not covered under the above categories will 
be allotted to those who obtain maximum points based on the parameters prescribed 
hereunder. The unfilled seats in the said categories will be added to the general category. 
 

6. Staff: 5% seat reserved as staff quota for candidates (Children/Grand Children) of 
school staff both working and retired. 

 

7. If the number of candidates with the same points is more than the available seats, 
then a draw of lots will be taken to decide the eligible candidates.

with the application. Hospital certificate/ Birth Report will NOT be accepted. 
     The Name of the Student, Father and Mother will be registered as per the Birth 

Certificate only. 
 
2. Proof of Residence (Any ONE of the following documents should be attached) 
 
a. Ration card/Smart Card issued in the name of parents (Mother/Father including the 

name of the child) 
 
b. Domicile Certificate of the child or of his/her parents. 
 
c. Voter I-Card (EPIC) of any one of the parents. 
 
d. Electricity Bill/MTNL Telephone Bill/Water Bill/Passport in the name of any one of 

the parents of the child. 
 
e. Aadhaar card/UID card issued in the name of any one of the parents. 
 
3. Proof of Sibling (wherever applicable):  I.D card /Self-attested copy of the Fee  
      receipt.
